Check your battery charge level

higher USB-C PD (Power Delivery) charger and a Motorola PD cable. Both
may be sold separately. Other compatible chargers and cables may be used
to charge the device. However, use of such chargers/cables is not
recommended and may result in slower charging speeds.

Insert the charging cable into the charging port (see First look for port
location). Plug the other end into a power receptacle.

Charge your moto g power (see First look for wireless charging area) using
a Qi-certified wireless charger (may be sold separately). To achieve the best

Copy data from your old phone

During phone setup, you were asked if you wanted to copy data from your
old phone to your new phone. If you skipped this you can do it now:

1 Make sure both phones are fully charged and turned on.

2 On your new phone, swipe down from the home screen. In the
notification panel, tap Android Setup > Continue Setup Wizard, then
follow the steps to finish data transfer.

Note: Both phones should be connected to the same Wi-Fi network.

Improve battery life

Your phone processes tons of information. Depending on what apps are in
use, your phone may use a lot of power.

When your phone is not in use for a period of time, unnecessary background
processes are shut down to optimize battery life.

» To see what's using up battery power, swipe up from the home screen
and tap | Settings > Battery > Battery usage.

To help improve battery life for moto g, swipe up from the home screen
and tap (@) Settings > Battery > Battery Saver, then tap the switch next
to Use Battery Saver to turn it on. When turned on, your phone’s display
changes to Dark theme. Tap Set a schedule and select Based on
percentage to automatically turn on Battery Saver when the battery
reaches the percentage you set. Turn on the switch next to Turn off at
90% to automatically turn off Battery Saver when your phone is more
than 90% charged.
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» To help improve battery life for moto g power, swipe up from the home
screen and tap (@) Settings > Battery > Battery saver, then tap the
switch next to Use Battery saver to turn it on. When turned on, your
phone's display changes to Dark theme. Tap Standard battery saver to
optimize system to save battery. Tap Maximum battery saver to restrict
system functions to save the most battery. Tap Schedule and reminders,
then tap Set default battery level to automatically turn on Battery
Saver when the battery reaches the percentage you set. Turn on the
switch next to Turn off at 90% to automatically turn off Battery Saver
when the battery reaches 90%. To limit background activities of apps
when your phone is inactive, tap Schedule and reminders, and then tap
the switch next to Reduce battery drain when inactive to turn it on.

To limit battery use for apps that you don't use often, swipe up from the
home screen and tap @ Settings > Battery > Adaptive Battery, then
tap the switch next to Use Adaptive Battery to turn it on.

To protect your battery from being overcharged, swipe up from the home
screen and tap (@ Settings > Battery > Overcharge protection, then
tap the switch next to Use Overcharge protection to turn it on.

To show battery percentage in status bar, swipe up from the home
screen and tap @ Settings > Battery, then tap the switch next to
Battery Percentage to turn it on.

More features for moto g power
You can find more ways to improve battery life for moto g power.

» To extend battery life by managing apps running in the background,
swipe up from the home screen and tap (@) Settings > Battery >
Manage background apps, then tap the switch next to Use Manage
background apps to turn it on and sort your apps into Always allow,
Don't allow and Smart use.

» To charge more efficiently and keep your battery healthy, swipe up from
the home screen and tap [E Settings > Battery > Optimized charging,
then tap the switch next to Use optimized charging to turn it on.

» To receive a notification when your phone isn't charging optimally on
your wireless charging stand, swipe up from the home screen and tap
@ Settings > Battery, then tap the switch next to Slow Charging
notification to turn it on.

Battery Tips
To save even more battery life between charges, you could reduce:

Clean your phone

headset jack, microphones, and speakers.

Do not immerse the phone in cleaning agents, and do not use cleaning
materials that contain bleach or abrasive agents.

Wireless Emergency Alerts (U.S.)

Wireless Emergency Alerts, also known as CMAS or WIRELESS[iTc
PLAN, is a U.S. national emergency alert system. EMERGENCY| &
Emergency alerts can pop up to tell you about a ALERTS
national or local crisis. After you close an alert,you CAPABLE ™
can reopen it. Swipe up from the home screen and

tap @ Settings > Notifications > Wireless emergency alerts.

Tip: Emergency alerts have a special sound and vibration that is two
seconds long, followed by one second, then another one second.

To choose which types of alerts you receive, swipe up from the home screen
and tap @ Settings > Notifications > Wireless emergency alerts. The U.S.
and local governments send these alerts through your service provider. So
you will always receive alerts for the area where you are, and you won't
receive alerts if you're outside of the U.S.

Apps from the Internet

You can get apps from other online app stores using your browser.

Tip: When installing an app, make sure you read the alerts that tell you
what information the app will access. If you don't want the app to access
this information, cancel the installation, or set strong privacy permissions:
swipe up from the home screen and tap [a Settings > Security &

privacy.

To let your phone install apps that are not on Google Play, swipe up from the
home screen and tap (@) Settings > Apps > Special app access, then tap
Install unknown apps and choose which apps are allowed to install them.

Choose carefully
Here are a few tips:

» To help prevent spyware, phishing, or viruses, use apps from trusted sites,
like (B Play Store.

Check the app's ratings and comments before installing. If you doubt the
safety of an app, don't install it.

Apps use up memory, data, battery, and processing power—some more
than others. If you're not happy with how much memory, data, battery or
processing power an app is using, uninstall it.

Monitor children's access, to prevent exposure to inappropriate content,
and set limits on phone use, swipe up from the home screen and tap
(% settings > Digital Wellbeing & parental controls.

Certain apps may not provide completely accurate information. Take care,
especially when it comes to personal health.
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Set app permissions

You may be asked for permissions when you use a feature in an app.

To modify permissions for an app, touch and hold an app, then tap

@App info > Permissions. Tap a feature (such as microphone), then tap
Allow, Allow limited access, Always allow all, Allow only while using the
app, Ask every time, or Don't allow.

Take care of your apps

Uninstall apps: To remove an app from your phone, touch and hold the
app, then drag it to Uninstall.

To remove an app from the home screen, touch and hold the app,
then drag it to Remove. The app isn't removed from your phone, just
the home screen.

Note: Not all apps can be uninstalled, but they can be disabled.

Disable/Stop apps: To disable an app or force it to stop running, swipe
up from the home screen and tap [5] Settings > Apps. Tap an app, then
tap Disable or Force stop. To enable it, tap Enable.

Reinstall apps: To reinstall apps from Google Play, tap [3: Play Store. Tap
your profile picture, then tap Manage apps & device > Manage > This
device > Not installed. The apps you've used before are listed and
available for download.

Update apps: See Add, update & personalize apps.

See app details: Touch and hold an app, then tap @App info.

See app data usage: To show which apps are using the most data, swipe
up from the home screen and tap (@) Settings > Network & internet >
SIMs & Mobile network, then select your SIM card and tap  next to the
amount of data you have used. For more information, see Data usage.
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Data usage

You can track the amount of data your phone uploads and downloads.

Find it: Swipe up from the home screen and tap @ Settings >
Network & internet > Mobile data

To see a breakdown of which apps are using data, swipe up from the home
screen and tap [a Settings > Network & internet > Mobile data, then
select your SIM card and tap the total amount of data used for this period.
Some apps transfer data in the background when you're not viewing
them—to help reduce this type of data usage, swipe up from the home
screen and tap (@ Settings > Network & internet > Mobile data > Data
Saver, then tap the switch next to Use Data Saver to turn it on.

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Restart or remove an app

If an app locks up your phone as soon as you turn it on, restart in Safe Mode:
Press the Power and Volume Up buttons at the same time. When you see
the Power off option, press and hold it, then tap OK. Your phone restarts
with Safe mode in the lower left. Then, try removing the app.

To exit safe mode, restart your phone.

Restart your phone

In the unlikely event that your phone stops responding to touches and
button presses, try a reboot—press and hold the Power button until the
screen goes dark and your phone restarts.

Phone feels warm or hot

It's normal for your phone to feel warm, or even hot, depending on how
you're using it. If your phone gets hot, it will slow charging, reduce
brightness, and limit other functions until it cools down, or automatically
shut off if it gets too hot. If your phone is too hot to touch, use a different
phone, tablet, or computer to contact Motorola support.

Reasons your phone may get warm

» Playing graphics-intensive games in high performance mode for an
extended period.

» Using GPS navigation.

» Tethering or using your phone as a Wi-Fi hotspot.

» Using phone while it's charging.

» Fast charging with a high-wattage or wireless charger.

» Downloading or uploading large amounts of data, such as during initial
setup when copying data from your old phone, backing up or restoring
data, or downloading and updating multiple apps.

» Taking multiple photos or recording high-resolution videos for an
extended time.

» Using your phone in areas with weak signals for an extended period.
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Ways to keep your phone from heating
up

Pause resource-intensive features or apps until your phone cools down.

Use the charger that came with your phone, or a charger that is
compatible with your phone.

Keep your phone away from direct heat sources like electric blankets,
heaters, hot air vents, or excessive sunlight.

Don't charge or use your phone in enclosed or poorly ventilated places,
such as on a pillow or blanket, where heat can quickly accumulate.

Lower your phone's display brightness.

Tip: Sometimes a process can get stuck in the background. If your phone
is hot but you're not using or charging it, turn your phone off and on
again. This will stop the previously stuck process and resolve the issue.

Check for software update

To manually check for updates, swipe up from the home screen and tap
@ Settings > About phone > Device details > Android version > Google
Play system update.

Your phone downloads updates over your Wi-Fi connection (if available) or
mobile network. We recommend that you download updates over a Wi-Fi
connection. These updates can be quite large and may not be available in all
countries.

For safety reasons, your phone may receive security updates automatically
over mobile network, if Wi-Fi is not available.

Note: When updating your phone, make sure you have enough battery
power to complete the update.

If the mobile network updates are not available in your country, update
using a computer. On your computer, go to www.motorola.com/update.

Reset

To reset your phone to factory settings and erase all the data on your phone,
swipe up from the home screen and tap @ Settings > System > Reset
options > Erase all data (factory reset).

Warning: All downloaded apps and user data on your phone will be
deleted. Data on the cloud will not be deleted.

Free up storage

To help your phone perform better, you can remove old and unused items,
like downloads and apps.

Tip: To see how much storage you have left on your device, swipe up from
the home screen and tap [5 Settings > Storage.
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» Clear unused files: Swipe up from the home screen and tap the Google
folder > @ Files > = > Clean. Follow on-screen instructions to remove
items. To view the type of items, tap (@ Files, then tap a category
(downloads, images, videos, apps, etc.).

» Uninstall apps: Swipe up from the home screen and tap @ Settings >
Apps > an app > Uninstall.

» Clear apps data: Swipe up from the home screen and tap [6 Settings >
Apps, then select an app and tap Storage & cache > Clear storage or
Clear cache. Or swipe up from the home screen, touch and hold an app,
then tap @ App info > Storage & cache > Clear storage or Clear cache.

» Archive apps: Archive apps you rarely use to save storage. When an app
is archived, your phone removes its software, permissions, temporary files,
and stops notifications, but keeps the app icon and user data. Swipe up
from the home screen and tap @ Settings > Apps, then select the app
you want to archive, and tap Archive. To unarchive the app, tap Restore.
Then the archived app will be installed again. Or you can also swipe up
from the home screen, tap the app you have archived to open the Play
Store, and then tap Install.

Tip: To block an app from being archived, swipe up from the home
screen and tap @ Settings > Apps, select an app, and then tap the
switch next to Manage app if unused to turn it off.

Note: Only apps installed from Google Play support this feature.

Delete photos & videos: Swipe up from the home screen and tap the
Google folder > [._L] Photos, then touch and hold one or multiple items
you want to remove and tap ]E Delete.

Note: If you back up photos and videos to your Google account, when
you delete them from the Google Photos app, they're also deleted
from your Google account.

Remove backed up photos and videos over a period of time: To
automatically remove copies from your phone's internal storage after 30,
60, or 90 days, swipe up from the home screen and tap E Settings >
Storage > Storage manager. Tap the switch next to Use Storage
manager to turn it on, then tap Remove photos & videos and select a
duration.

Stolen phone

Find My Device allows you to remotely locate and lock your phone, and erase
its data, to protect your phone in case it's lost or stolen.

Find it: Swipe up from the home screen and tap (@) Settings >
Security & privacy > Device finders > Find My Device, then tap the
switch next to Use Find My Device to turn it on

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Unknown tracker alerts

Bluetooth trackers or tags are small devices that can be used for locating
your belongings. You will get notified if an unknown tracker is separated
from its owner and is determined to be traveling with you to protect you
from misused trackers. You can learn more about the unknown tracker and
get tips on how to take action.

Find it: Swipe up from the home screen and tap (&) Settings >

Security & privacy > Device finders > Unknown tracker alerts to find
previous tracker alerts.

Find the IMEI number

You can find the IMEI number by typing *#06# on your phone'’s dialpad. Or
swipe up from the home screen and tap [@/ Settings > About phone >
Device details > IMEIN - SIM card or IMEI2 - eSIM.

Note: For service and support, see Get more help.

Create a shortcut

For some accessibility features, you can use a gesture to quickly activate
accessibility features on your phone.

Find it: Swipe up from the home screen and tap @ Settings >
Accessibility

To set up a shortcut, tap a feature, such as magnification, then tap the
switch next to the shortcut to turn it on. To use the shortcut, tap the shortcut
icon that's added to the screen.

Tip: To customize accessibility shortcuts, swipe up from the home screen
and tap @ Settings > Accessibility > Accessibility shortcuts.

Note: You can also use a large on-screen menu to control your device.

Swipe up from the home screen and tap [a Settings > Accessibility >
Accessibility Menu, then tap the switch next to Accessibility Menu
shortcut to turn it on.

» Tap something on the screen to hear a description or text readout.
» Double tap an outline to open or activate an item.
» Swipe using two fingers to scroll through lists or between screens.

» Tap Use TalkBack, then double tap the outline. On the Confirmation
message, tap Stop, then double tap it.

Display settings & magnification
Get a closer look.

» Change font size: Increase or decrease the font size on your screen.

Display size and text > Font size. See also Customize sounds &
appearance.

Tip: You can add the font size settings to Quick Settings. For
instructions to add or remove quick settings, see Quick Settings.

Adjust colors: Adjust colors if you are color blind. Swipe up from the

Display brightness: Swipe the status bar down twice and drag the slider
to set brightness level. If the brightness slider doesn’t go low enough, you
can set the screen to extra dim. Swipe up from the home screen and tap

Make screen extra dim to turn it on and use the Intensity slider to dim
the screen.

Pinch to zoom: Pinch to zoom on maps, web pages, and photos. To
zoom in, tap the screen with two fingers and then drag them apart.

Change your phone's sounds

Calls

When you want to hear who's calling, assign a unique ringtone to a contact.
Swipe up from the home screen and tap (&, Contacts, tap the contact, then
tap Menu E > Set ringtone.

To end a call by pressing the Power button, swipe up from the home screen
and tap @ Settings > Accessibility > System controls, and tap the switch
next to Power button ends call to turn it on.

Volume & vibrate

» Add devices: Tap Pair new device, and then tap your available hearing
device to connect it.

» Add the shortcut: Tap the switch next to Hearing device shortcut to
turniton.

» Improve compatibility: To improve audio and sound for compatible
hearing devices, set your hearing devices to M (acoustic coupling), or T
(telecoil coupling). Then tap the switch next to Hearing aid compatibility
toturniton.
