The Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS) lets you
send and receive multimedia messages (such as
picture, video, and audio messages) to and from
other mobile phones or email addresses. To use this
feature, you may need to subscribe to your service
provider’s multimedia message service.

Messaging icons are displayed at the top of the
screen and indicate when messages are received
and their type.

o If adding a recipient from your Contacts, tap
the contact to place a check mark, and then
tap DONE. The contact will be placed in the
recipients field.

e For the Group option, if the number of
recipients is less than ten, all members in the
group can be added by placing a check mark
by the contacts and tapping DONE.

Emergency Alerts

This device is designed to receive wireless
emergency alerts from the Commercial Mobile
Alerting System (CMAS) which may also be known
as the Personal Localized Alerting Network (PLAN).
For more information, please contact your wireless
provider.

Emergency alerts allows customers to receive
geographically-targeted messages. Alert messages
are provided by the US Department of Homeland
Security and will alert customers of imminent threats
to their safety within their area. There is no charge
for receiving an Emergency alert message.

There are three types of Emergency alerts:

o Alerts issued by the President

e Alerts involving imminent threats to safety of life
(Extreme and Severe)

o AMBER alerts (missing child alert)

Users may choose not to receive Imminent threats
(Extreme and Severe) and AMBER alerts. Alerts
issued by the President cannot be disabled.

To disable Imminent threats and AMBER alerts,
follow the instructions below:

1. From a Home screen, tap @ Apps >

2. Tap MORE > Settings > Emergency alert
settings.

3. Tap Emergency alerts.

4. All alerts are enabled by default. Tap an alert
option to disable it.

This app can be used to monitor your exercise.
While moderate physical activity, such as brisk
walking, is safe for most people, health experts
suggest that you talk with your doctor before you
start an exercise program, particularly if you have
any of the following conditions:

e Heart disease;

e Asthma or lung disease;

e Diabetes, or liver or kidney disease;
e Arthritis.

You should also check with your doctor if you have
symptoms suggestive of heart, lung, or other serious
disease, such as:

e Pain or discomfort in your chest, neck, jaw, or
arms during physical activity;

e Dizziness or loss of consciousness;

e Shortness of breath with mild exertion or at rest,
or when lying down or going to bed;

o Ankle swelling, especially at night;
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e A heart murmur or a rapid or pronounced
heartbeat;

e Muscle pain when walking upstairs or up a hill that
goes away when you rest.

Finally, the American College of Sports Medicine
recommends that you see your doctor before
engaging in vigorous exercise if two or more of the
following apply:

e You are a man older than age 45 or a woman
older than age 55;

e You have a family history of heart disease before
age 55;

e You smoke or quit smoking in the past six months;
e You have not exercised for three months or more;
e You are overweight or obese;

e You have high blood pressure or high cholesterol;

e You have impaired glucose tolerance, also called
prediabetes.

When in Doubt—Check It Out

health problems, or are pregnant, you should speak
with your doctor before starting a new exercise
program. Working with your doctor ahead of time is
a good way to plan an exercise program that is right
and safe for you. Consider it the first step on your
path to physical fitness.

to a Wi-Fi router or other equipment (not
configurable).

e Smart network switch: Connect automatically
to a mobile network connection when the Wi-Fi
connection is unstable.

- Passpoint: Connect to passpoint-enabled
Wi-Fi Access Points automatically.

- Keep Wi-Fi on during sleep: Specify when
to disconnect from Wi-Fi.

- Always allow scanning: Allow Google
location service and other apps to scan for
networks, even when Wi-Fi is turned off.

- Auto connect: Automatically connect to an
AT&T Wi-Fi Hotspot as soon as your phone
detects it.

- Install network certificates: Install
authentication certificates.

- MAC address: View your device’s
MAC address, which is required when
connecting to some secured networks (not
configurable).

- IP address: View your device’s IP address
(not configurable).

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Wi-Fi Direct

Wi-Fi Direct allows direct device-to-device
connections via Wi-Fi, without having to connect to a
Wi-Fi network.

1. From a Home screen, tap @ Apps >
Settings > CONNECTIONS.

2. Tap Wi-Fi, and then tap ON/OFF to turn Wi-Fi on.
Wi-Fi must be on to configure settings.

3. Tap Wi-Fi Direct. Your device automatically
scans for nearby Wi-Fi Direct devices.

4. After scanning for devices, select a device,
and then follow the prompts to complete the
connection.
